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Halloween Safety Tips 

¶ Plan the route you and your children will take ahead of time. Talk to them about the             

importance of staying in well-known areas on well-lit streets. Talk about the importance 

of staying out of alleys or cutting through people’s property, 

¶ Teach your children to avoid going into people’s homes for treats. Encourage them to 

stand outside the door while they wait for their treats. 

¶ Teach children  not to go to places with anyone without first having permission from  you 

or the adult in charge. 

¶ Teach children which houses they can go to if they are in trouble. 

¶ Make sure younger children know their personal information (full name, phone number and   

address) in case they become separated from you or the adult in charge. 

¶ For older children going with friends, arrange a time for them to check in and a time for 

them to be home for the night. Have them call if plans change. 

¶ If possible have older children take a phone with them trick -or-treating
